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F.R.E.D.
Arley Engel 

At 5:26 am on January 1, 2008 F.R.E.D. went by Engel’s Little House on the Whea-
ton Prairie. That was the first sound that I heard after the New Years Ball fell in 

New York’s Times Square at 11:00 pm our time, the 5:26 am freight train going past the 
90th Street crossing west of Chippewa Falls. I’m sure there were many other sounds, but 
I’m a good sleeper.
This had to be a rather large train as noise carried on until 5:54 am. The grade of the rail 
bed west out of Irvine is a little over 2% and is a hard pull even for the 4800 H.P. diesel 
engines of the modern day trains.
Having lived in this area for most of my life. Our home farm is about 1-1/2 miles west 
of here on county highway F, the buildings and about 9 acres of land are now owned by 
Gaylord E. Oppegard, the retired Ag teacher from Chippewa Falls High. As a young lad 
on the farm we would be done with our evening chores a little after 7:00 pm and as we 
relaxed in the yard we would listen for the train coming west out of Irvine, this was still 
the time of steam engines.
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When we heard the mighty chug of the big old steamers my brother Eugene and  
I would get on our bikes and ride East on Highline road (called Highline road then 
because of the big power lines, 10,000 volts that ran along the road). This line came  
from the powerhouse and dam at Lake Wissota, built in 1917, to supply electric power 
to the powerhouse and dam at Lake Wissota, built in 1917, to supply electric power 
to the St. Paul, Minnesota area. We did not have company supplied electric power on 
our farm until 1941. When REA supplied electricity. Our power on the farm until that 
time was produced from a Delco Wind Charger system. It supplied 32 volts of power 
by charging four 8-volt batteries, with 4 batteries being on line and 4 batteries being 
charged. Mr. Oppegard still has the instructions for this charging unit on a door in the 
basement of our old house at the farm.
As we are riding east on Highline road we may see Jerry Schneider catching us from the 
rear, then we give a holler to Bill Goulet, as we go by Clifford and Sylvia Goulet’s farm. 
We take a left turn on Daggit and Lynn road, as we travel north on this road — remem-
ber the roads are still gravel and sand at this time. On the left about 1/2 mile down the 
road is the Joy, Molly and Clayton Lynn farm, across on the right is the Elmo and Doro-
thy Daggit farm. Marvin Lynn and Bob and Jim Daggit usually join in with our crew of 
bicyclist. We head north of these two farms on an old abandoned road that is passable, 
but not maintained, to the railroad crossing. Sometimes we would get there before the 
steam engines and have a chance to wave at the engineer and fireman as they passed by 
ever so slowly. There were usually five or six of us kids that made this trip two or three 
nights a week. Our goal was to see the flat cars that were loaded with new farm tractors.
Farmall tractors were our favorite, and we all drooled when two or three flat cars of H 
or M tractors went by. Being the rail grade was steep, going west the trains moved very 
slow in this area. You nearly wanted to hop on the railcar and just sit on one of them new 
tractor seats, and turn the steering wheel, and maybe even start it up and get the tractor 
off the train somehow. This would have been a great fantasy for a young lad of the 4th or 
5th grade.
Sometimes we were excited by rail cars full of army tucks or even some new military 
tanks. Other times we would see troop trains with young men going to or coming from 
training camps. As the train went past the last unit was the caboose. There was always at 
least two men in the caboose, a conductor and a brakeman.
When was the last time you saw a train pulling a caboose? This is where F.R.E.D. comes 
into the story. F.R.E.D. is a Flashing Rear End Device mounted on the last car of the 
modern day trains. And now you have the rest of the story from Engel’s Little House on 
the Wheaton Prairie.❧
